(taken from BAC Articles of Association)
THE BOARD

35. 
The affairs of the BAC shall be governed by the Board, who may pay all expenses incurred in promoting and registering the BAC, and may authorise all such acts and the exercise of all such powers of the BAC by the Board (on whom executive management powers are conferred as directors) as may be required to give effect to the BAC's objects and which are not, by the Act or by these Articles, required to be exercised in general meeting. No regulation made by the BAC in general meeting shall invalidate any prior act of the Board, which would have been valid if that regulation had not been made.

36. The Board shall normally consist of:

(a) the Chair;

(b) the Vice-Chair; and

(c) up to nine other directors.

37. The Board shall be entitled to co-opt additional directors either to secure specialist knowledge, or to achieve the ‘60%’ requirement set out at 38 below, or to achieve due representation for the Represented Issues and/or Represented Bodies. Co-opted Directors shall serve for so long as the Board shall decide, and may be removed by the Board at any time.
38. At least 60% of the directors shall be Athletes who have either (1) competed for Great Britain in either or both of the last two Olympic Games or Paralympic Games (as at the date of their respective nominations) or (2) shall be a senior squad member in training for the next Olympic Games or Paralympic Games or (3) shall be a current member of a World Class Performance Program or have been part of one within the previous 4 years (as at the date of their nomination). 
THE CHAIR AND VICE CHAIR

39. At each annual general meeting such of the Chair and the Vice-Chair as are due to retire (if any) shall retire and the new Chair and Vice-Chair (if any) shall be elected in accordance with Articles 41-49 below. 
40. A person appointed as Chair or Vice-Chair shall, subject to any provision in these Articles providing for early termination of their term of office, hold the office for a term that ends at the close of the fourth annual general meeting after the annual general meeting at which his election was announced. At the end of his first term in office he shall be eligible to stand for re‑election for one further term provided that at the time of his nomination for the second term he is not prohibited under any other provision of these Articles from being a director.
ELECTIONS TO THE BOARD, CHAIR AND VICE-CHAIR

41. At each annual general meeting, such of the Board as are due to retire (if any) shall retire and the new directors (if any) shall be announced.

42. A director shall be elected in accordance with the provisions of Articles 40 to 49 and any regulations made by the Board from time to time under Article 88. The elections shall not take effect until the close of the annual general meeting at which they are announced. 

43. Only members shall be entitled to submit nominations for the Board and the positions of Chair and Vice-Chair. Members may nominate themselves, and can nominate people who are not themselves members. 

44. Nominations for the positions of Chair, Vice-Chair and the other Board places shall be submitted by such date as the current Board shall prescribe. 

45. At the time the Board invites nominations and at other times during the election process, it shall highlight:

(a) the requirements of Article 46, and

(b) the Represented Issues and the Recognised Sports that the continuing members of the Board represent; and 

(c) that representation across the Interest Groups should be borne in mind in relation to the composition of the Board to ensure a balanced Board which reflects the varying interests of the BAC. 

46. 
No person may be nominated for election as a Board member unless at the date of his nomination he fulfils the following criteria: (i) he is over 18 years of age; (ii) has consented in writing to become a board member if elected, and (iii) he meets any additional eligibility criteria for the relevant position as set out in Regulations made by the Board from time to time under Article 86. 

47. A person elected as a director who is not the Chair or Vice-Chair shall hold office for a term that ends at the close of the second annual general meeting after the annual general meeting at which his election was announced.  At the end of his first term in office he shall be eligible to stand for re‑election for a further such term and shall be eligible to stand for re-election for up to three further terms provided that he at the time of each nomination he is not prohibited under any other provision of these Articles from being a director.  

48. The Board shall not at any time have more than two directors from any one Recognised Sport and in the event that a third director is elected from a Recognised Sport already represented on the Board that election shall be deemed not to have taken place ab initio. 

49. The validity of the constitution of the Board shall not be affected by failure to have representation from each of the Interest Groups.
REGULATIONS

86   The Board has the power from time to time to make, repeal and amend regulations for the better administration of the BAC.
